	“Today we will continue with the famous author of the Harlem Renaissance, Zora Neale Hurston. We have talked about what we believe have been the most significant influences her life, and what we expect to encounter within her literature.  However, today, we are going to read a non-fiction piece by her will provide us with personal perspective into her surroundings.  She is going to tell about how she discovered who she was in society.  As you read pay attention to the clues, about who she thinks, she is and how she sees the world.”

	Explain and Model
	This should help keep student interested in Hurston, and build their confidence with confirmation that some of their educated inferences about her perspective is correct.  
Provide students with handouts of the essay “How it Feels to be Colored Me”
Remind students how important it is to annotate as they read.  Moreover, assign them to make annotations, and to make specific underlining or highlighting marks that support this statement: “It has been said that Hurston’s essay ‘exults that being black may have its challenges, but it also has its opportunities and victories.’” 
If possible, read the story in pop-corn fashion by requiring students to read to a ending punctuation (they can read more than one sentence, but this will allow reluctant students to read only one sentence, which can help build their confidence to reading more in the future).  After the student finishes reading they can call another student of their choice, or even the teacher.

	Explore and Apply


	Class will read the essay with the teacher or students stopping periodically for questions and discussion.  

At the end of the reading, use the following questions for discussion (optional: have students answer the questions on paper to turn in):

· Describe the town Hurston grew up in. 

· What was she like as a little girl? How did she see herself? 

· How does she feel about slavery? 

· What does she think about people who are racist toward her? 
· Explain what Hurston is trying to say in the last paragraph
In their learning journal, students should respond to the following prompt:

· Explain what Hurston is trying to say in the last paragraph.

	Formative Assessment: 

Rake It: Rake what knowledge you gathered about Zora from reading her essay into an outer pile, and fill it with key words that you connect to Zora Neale Hurston (these should not be obvious works –e.g., woman, black, writer…), or  use an exit slip.
· (Students right a sentence in the shape of an upside down “U” that is somewhat spread out, and then fill the under part of the sentence with words.)
· The teacher should look over these to open class discussion/review on lesson 4.
