The times listed by each reading task are the approximate time that one will need to listen to the audio; this is to assist you with estimating the time you need to follow each reading task.  However, please remember that the time listed does not include the extra minutes you will need to do a close reading of the text (e.g., annotating, graphic organizer, Cornell notes, looking up vocabulary, journaling…).
