	Engage and Hook


	Discuss and understand the importance of clothing in Janie’s search for identity and help the students think about that connection in their own lives.
Pass out different pictures of different groups of people that are distinguishable by their

clothing. Some examples are professional sports teams and religious, cultural, social, and

political groups. Put the students into small groups and have them look at the pictures to

decide who is in the picture and what they think is going on with each person/group and

why. Then have each group report to the class on what they decided about each picture.

Use this activity as a springboard into a discussion on how we dress and groom ourselves

says something about who we are or how we feel about ourselves. Then pose the

question of how this applies in Their Eyes to Janie. How does Janie’s clothing represent

different stages in her life?

	Explain and Model
	Continue this discussion into the novel. Discuss how Janie’s clothing represents different

stages in her journey toward self-discovery. One of the most readily accessible is her

head rag. Have them return to their small groups and come up with ways that Janie’s

clothes represent her journey to self-discovery throughout the novel. Have them

brainstorm first to come up with all the different ways clothing plays into the novel.

Have them also find passages from the text that justify their choice. Have each group

draw a picture of Janie wearing the particular piece of clothing representing the different

stages they identified in their groups.

When they are done, have each group present to the class their pictures and explain them

to the class. Have them explain why they represent Janie’s inner journey using the

passage they chose. (There will probably be about four to five articles of clothing per

group.)

	Explore and Apply


	After the presentations, discuss as a class their feelings about if they really think Janie’s

clothing represents her journey to self-discovery. Go back to the pictures from the

beginning and have them think about the clothing they use or have used throughout their

lives. Did it represent some stage in their own self-discovery? For approximately ten minutes of

class have them reflect on their own life and have them draw two to three pictures of

themselves at different stages of their lives in the learning journals.
